I realised that the previous research question was very broad, I decided to tweak it from analysing the whole of Uber, to analysing Uber USA. This helped give a focused approach.

The skills of report writing were also enhanced as I learnt to cite the various resources using MLA8 citation. I used the porter 5 forces model, outside the curriculum, to understand generic strategies of growth, making me more knowledgeable. 

My learning from this essay was that having a diversified portfolio is advantageous in the business world. The extended essay journey has not only deepened my interest in business as a subject but also has made me more aware about real world businesses as now I have become an avid reader of newspapers.
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
